s During the Next Five Years

Spirit Airlines’ capital investment
was estimated at approximately $250 mil-
lion over three years with a taxable value
of $208,750,000 to the city. The project
will also create 225 new high-wage jobs
over five years with an average salary of
$78,854.In 2022, Spirit created 218 jobs at
an actual average salary of $109,569 — sur-
passing the 24 jobs and $78,854 average
salary requirement, according to Florida
Commerce Division of Economic Devel-
opment.

Dania Beach’s strategic location pro-
vides an ideal framework for businesses
to relocate to the waterfront city. Dania
Beach is located adjacent to Fort Lauder-
dale-Hollywood International Airport and
Port Everglades, which is partially within
the city’s limits. The city is rapidly becom-
ing the prime location for new businesses
and business relocations. Other major
businesses that call Dania Beach home are

There’s sand, food trucks, a fun hostess who sells and
rents RVs by day and pours drinks by night, and a
band that plays out of a shipping container...oh and
classic cars.

The Food Trucks and Music Series at Gigi Beach
is Planet RV owner Gigi Stetlor’s effort to give back
to the neighborhood while offsetting the rent costs of
her huge waterfront lot. After getting special events
approval from the city, she turned what she describes
was “a junk yard and makeshift truck stop” into a RV
lot with an exclusive roadside party.

Stetlor, who’s owned Planet RV since 1986, has
been actively supporting community events since she
began sponsoring the Dania Beach Seafood Festival
years ago. Last year when many Dania residents were
flooded out of their homes, Planet RV supplied tem-
porary housing. In addition, her business provides di-
saster rentals as emergency housing to hurricane and

JetBlue Travel Products, VIKAND Tech-
nologies, American Maritime Officers Na-
tional Headquarters and STAR Training
and Research Center, International Game
and Fish Association, Chiquita Brand In-
ternational (USA), Florida Atlantic Uni-
versity’s Sea Tech, along with first-class
marinas and many marine-related busi-
nesses.

The Dania Beach City Commission
supported the Dania Beach Community
Redevelopment Agency (CRA) Board’s
10% local support incentive of $135,000
for the Spirit Airlines relocation through
the State of Florida’s Qualified Target In-
dustry Tax Refund Program and as a High-
Impact Sector Business under the High-
Impact Sector Tax Refund Bonus Program
with a Brownfield Redevelopment Bonus
Refund in addition to $225,000 through a
Direct Cash Job Creation Incentive Grant.

The financial support by the Dania Beach
CRA is provided over a nine-year pe-
riod beginning with fiscal year 2023. The
brownfield site has been under used due to
environmental concerns. Broward County
is also contributing $135,000 in local fi-
nancial support.

Spirit Airlines campus is locat-
ed on 8.5 acres in the city’s CRA area
of Dania Pointe, includes a six-story,
180,000-square-foot office building, a
103,500-square-foot technical center with
flight simulators, a seven-story 200-unit
apartment building with an employee
parking garage, and employee center.

Another office building is in the
works. Dania Pointe includes one million
square feet of retail and restaurants in ad-
dition to Class A offices, hotels, luxury
apartments and public event space. It is
conveniently located between 1-95 to the
west and Byran Road to the east and Stir-
ling Road to the south.

The incident happened right in the height
of booming business during Covid in Septem-
ber 2021. For seven months, Stetlor says, she
and her staff — which includes her son and her
brother- operated the business out of tents until
they found their current lot on the waterfront
behind Storage Mart on Griffin Road just be-
yond [-95 and the train tracks.

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Senior Stress Awareness and the Benefits of Yoga

As much as we may wish otherwise, the “golden
years” are never entirely stress-free. It’s true that seniors
often have more time to plan trips, socialize with friends,
go to the beach, play golf and tennis, dine out, enjoy hob-
bies and spend time with family.

However, stress can still be a barrier.

Stress is a reaction to challenging circumstances, and
coping is difficult for many seniors. Factors such as un-
structured time, possible changes in family relationships,
the loss of a spouse, and physical problems with vision,
hearing, balance, and mobility all can have an impact. In
addition, finding affordable housing, or choosing an inde-
pendent or assisted living facility can be extremely trying,
especially for seniors on fixed incomes.

Conviva is a leading provider of primary health
care services for seniors, with hundreds of center locations
in Florida and Texas. Bhat-Bhardwaj knows stress first-
hand. As a teen she became a refugee in her native India
following acts of terrorism, and the mental scars remained
into adulthood. She now works daily with seniors and says
yoga and meditation are tremendous stress relievers for
both young and old alike.

“I was always passionate about healthcare, and when
I came to America I had the opportunity to go back to
school and earn degrees at both Florida Atlantic and Flor-
ida International universities,” she said. The nurse practi-
tioner also has certifications in psychology and primary
mental health and is passionate about the mental needs
and happiness of senior patients. “I know personally how
debilitating stress can be, and even though I was outward-
ly happy, the mental wounds still needed to heal,” said
Bhat-Bhardwaj.

Personal Turning Point

During her most challenging times, Bhat-Bhardwaj
discovered an online meditation program that offers re-
sources for people to take charge of their body, mind,
emotions, and energy and live a more joyful, fulfilling life.

Unique Care

According to Bhat-Bhardwaj, a senior’s mental health
is extremely important, and yoga can create an emotional
balance, increase energy levels and provide more bliss. “If
you really listen to what seniors have to say, their lives
are like a book; all you have to do is allow them to open
the pages,” she said. “They have so much wisdom, and so
there’s so much to learn.”

She says three factors weigh heavily on the minds of
most seniors — mortality, a fear of being isolated from fam-
ily members and ongoing chronic pain. “Older adults need
to reduce stress because it’s a major factor in declining
health,” said Bhat-Bhardwaj. “Emotionally, older popula-
tions are becoming more depressed, especially those deal-
ing with chronic, daily pain.”

How do seniors combat stress? “I advise them to be
themselves and take control of their inner feelings, and be
true to who you are,” said Bhat-Bhardwaj.

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Dania Beach Adds High-Water Rescue Trucks To Fleet

After the City of Dania Beach suffered torrential flooding in April
2023, the City Commission approved the purchase of two Broward Sher-
iff’s Office (BSO) high-water rescue trucks. These vehicles allow first re-
sponders to access areas of high water to rescue residents and visitors in
need of assistance.

The trucks are 2024 6.6 Liter Chevy Silverado 3500HD Duramax
Diesel. They are both equipped with high water tires and lift kit, 12,000
pounds super winch SX10 recovery winch, emergency lighting, receiver
towing hitch, mount grill guard, rock rail step-ups, electronic brake con-
troller, fox off-road shocks.

Dania Beach Police Captain Jason Tarala and his team welcomed the
new vehicles to their fleet and are ready to help residents in times of need.

The city states that high water and flash floods are no longer exclusive
to tropical storms and can occur anytime heavy rainfall and king tides
overwhelm the city’s infrastructure. The team at Dania Beach is working
hard to make sure residents are protected from year-round threats.

The total cost for each truck with all emergency equipment and lift
kit installed was $81,363.50. The Broward Sheriff’s Office purchased the
trucks after approval for funds from the Dania Beach City Commission.

The Dania Beach BSO division is the first Broward’s Sheriff’s depart-
ment to have such vehicles.

The City of Dania Beach is committed to public safety enhancements
for police and fire rescue. “Dania Beach is taking significant steps towards
enhancing its emergency response capabilities, reaffirming its commit-
ment to safety and welfare of its community,” said Dania Beach City Man-
ager Ana Garcia.

In addition to the trucks, the city has teamed up with BSO to im-
plement neighborhood response teams, license plate readers, homeless
outreach, and has approved the hiring of more officers to address Dania
